Something caught my eye in the Gospel for todag, (ym writing on
Sunday evening). Maybe you saw it too, if youiarkectionary Series C. In
Luke chapter 4, Jesus has taught in Nazareth amdregected. Then, in today’

Gospel, He goes down to Capernaum where, teaahithgeisynagogue, He mee

up with a man with an unclean spirit. And here/igt caught my eye — the
demon knew who Jesus was!

When the man saw Jesus, the demon cried out, et have you to d
with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come toalegs? | know who you are
the Holy One of God!” (Luke 4:34). After Jesusered the evil spirit to come
out of him, the people were astonished at His aitthoThen Jesus went to
Simon’s house and healed his mother-in-law of aife\After that they were
bringing all kinds of sick people and people oppeesby demons to Him to be
healed and delivered. Again, the demons knew Hirke tells us, saying as th¢
came out, “You are the Son of God.” But Jesusdidallow them to speak,
“because they knew that He was the Christ.” (Luldd ¥

No one else knew yet who Jesus really is (thigiite early in His
ministry), but the demons did! And they were afrbecause they knew that
Jesus had come to destroy their diabolical kingd@vinen you think about it, ag
Jesus went about His task of preaching and teathegingdom of God, there
are things happening on two levels.

There is the level of what you can see and hdaaf 8 visible and
audible to us. Christ is announcing the Kingdon®oftl. In Christ, God is at
work to extend His Kingdom, advance His rule in liearts of people. That's
what we hear. But underneath, the demons appédear tecognizing what is
really going on. Christ has invaded what they aarsto be THEIR kingdom.
So they know Him and cry out in fear. He will hett them speak because He
doesn’t want His kingdom announced by demons. tiBeyt recognize what is
happening.

Christ has come to destroy the devil's kingdom &nbring in the
Kingdom of God, the reign and the rule of God. i§thules, not by power, at
least not now, not yet, but rules in what actuafpears to be great weakness,
is the greatest strength of all. He rules by gdinthe cross, by absorbing in
Himself all the punishment for sin, by suffering tworst, even allowing death
and hell to take Him for a time. But then, in therds of the hymn, “Jesus has
come! Now see bonds rent asunder! Fetters of deathdissolve, disappear.
See Him burst through with a voice as of thundex!sdts us free from our guilt
and our fear” (LSB 533:2) because He rose frontted
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He lives to forgive our sins. He lives to rutedur hearts because He has forgiven our singh&yword of
forgiveness, He is establishing His kingdom, Higrone heart, one believing soul at a time. Ha isork wherever
His Word is advancing.

That is the reality of what is happening in yotggrhing and teaching, in your pastoral work, innteaching
work, your classroom and school. Christ is aduagtiis Kingdom. But here also there are two levdllere is what
we can see and hear — pastors preaching, teaehetsrig, helping, leading, pointing people to Ghbsnging His
Word of forgiveness.

There is a spiritual reality underneath. Righyaur classroom, right in your pulpit, the devilmgdom is
being invaded, over thrown, so that Christ can, ri@degive and bring life and salvation. That's wkeod's Spirit is
doing by the Word. But just like the demons inu¥slay were cast out kicking and screaming, saléwl doesn’t go
easy today. That's why the work we have been gasepastors and teachers is often hard. The wevks hardest to
keep people from the Word because the devil knbedNord gives life, just like the demons knew Jesas the Chrisl
before anyone else did.

Remember, then, when you preach and teach thad Wware is someone who wants to disrupt that Viford
every way possible. But remember and take conmdtte fact that Christ has defeated Satan by Eédhdand
resurrection, that Christ Himself promises, “Orsttock | will build my church, and the gates of Hall not prevail
against it” (Matthew 16:18). He will build the aleh. He will capture hearts with His story. Kigy Jesus said, “I
must preach the good news of the kingdom of Godbr.l Was sent for this purpose” (Luke 4:43). Throwtjs Word
He now gives us everything we need to be faithfudur preaching and teaching. So then, go andditiee reality that
through you, Christ is extending His kingdom, confeat may! Nothing on earth, no one from Hell, stop you, can
stop the Word you bring. Take heart! You seneswimning side! The victory is already won.

A large portion is immediately sent to the natioBghod to be used for the reasons we join Synodykef Education, Missions,
Synodical offices, etc. How much? In 2010 27%trict receipts from congregations are sent todsly For 2010 that comes to
$252,450 out of congregational commitments of $933, Another large portion is used within the Bist In 2010 we will spend
$408,758 for SID Mission work (missions, prison aasnpus ministry — work done on behalf of the ceggtions). A somewhat
larger amount (ca $462,524) is earmarked for sesvibat support SID congregations in their workt’d break that down in terms
of “cents on the dollar.” The 2010 District Budgetopted by the Board of Directors calls for spegdi total of $1,123,732 (2009:
$1,107,238).

Of Every Dollar the District plans to spend in 2010...

$.225goes to Synod (27% of congregational commitments).

$.365goes to all District Mission work. Of that, $.0B6for Mission & Congregational Subsidies, etc.

$.184 is for Prison Ministry, $.075 is for Campugitry, and $.07 is for Mission expansion (Eastl8uis Mission School,
Hispanic Mission, mission site exploration, etc.)

Plus! Even more money is raised outside the geiheiddet for prison ministry and the East St. Louission school. And... what
we send to Southern Africa is also extra moneyr anel above this amount! What about all the rd$t®v do we spend thast
$.41to support congregations in their work?

$.16 provides for the President’s Office (Salarisnefits, Auto, Circuit Counselors, PALS, etc.)

$.18 provides for General Office and Support Stefds (Salaries, Benefits, Auto, Postage, Utilitigplies, Accounting

Services, Maintenance, Utilities)

$.005 pays the expenses of other Boards and Commsssf the District.

$.065 provides various Special Services for corafiegs (Lutheran Witness, Lutheran Church Extenbiond, etc. — most

support here comes from income beyond congregatiiviag)

Since the focus of ministry in SID is on deliveriGgd’s Word and Sacraments through people, prignaalled workers, the vast
majority of our expenditures support salaries aswaklfits.

About 85% of the District’'s income comes from tlmgregations. Much of the other income is commlifta specific purposes —
e.g. Lutheran Witness subscriptions go for Luthéhémess costs.
